Founding the Belarussian
Children’ s Hospice - Anna’s
Story

Anna Garchakova was born in Leningrad.

“I am Russian originally but I've lived in
Belarus for more than 35 years and it's
difficult to say whether I'm Russian or
Belarussian now. | was born in the Soviet
Union — it was one country!”

Anna’s childhood was divided between
her mother in Minsk and her grandparents
in Leningrad — where she eventually took
a university degree in biochemistry.

After a brief spell as a teacher in Russia
she returned to Minsk and married:

“I love Belarus. | cried for ten years after |
came from Leningrad because it's not
possible to compare Leningrad and
Minsk. It's like comparing London with a
small village...but now | don’t want to
return. Minsk is a very nice city: very
green, very polite, very quiet.”

At first Anna worked in a scientific
university testing blood samples - but the
slow and repetitive employment quickly
lost its appeal:

“l am not a slow woman. | have a lot of
energy and after maybe five years | didn’t
know how to use my energy.

“One day one of my friends said ‘Anna do
you know we have an oncological hospital
and now we have opened a place for a
social worker. Do you want to try it?”

“So | decided | would change my life and |
went to this clinic and began work.”

After achieving a second degree in
medical psychology Anna was
approached by her boss to solve the
problem of Belarus’ forgotten children;
those left to die slowly in hospital wards.
“In our country children who received
chemotherapy spent more time in hospital
than at home. They forget their room,
what paper they had on their wall. Six,
seven, nine months - it is whole life! For
what? For what reason? To die in a
hospital. | had to create a system for
these children.

“So | went to America and | received my
first knowledge of what is meant by the
word ‘hospice’ and the difference between
a hospice and a hospital.

“And when | return | say ‘Ok it is possible
to create palliative care’ and my doctor
said ‘Ok Anna, it's your idea, you do it.’
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I did it.”

Sixteen years later Anna’s
accomplishments in Belarus are
impressive and wide-ranging.

After launching the service in a one-room
office and initially only being able to offer
limited homecare, she opened the first
children’s hospice in the former Soviet
Union.

Now there are five beds, a daycare
centre, parents club and volunteer
program.

There is also a sibling get-away house
on the border with Poland and another
purpose-built holiday home for entire
families.

But it has not been easy.

Alcoholism, broken homes and the
uncertain affects of Chernobyl are
recurring obstacles in Anna’s work:

“I think there are no more cancer cases
than compared to your country. What is
different is the quality of cancer. We have
more younger cancers...and the cancers
are more aggressive and difficult to
diagnose.

“We have 57 families under the home
care program in Minsk, nearly 25 under
the daycare centre and 17 children with
cancer who live within 200km. And we
have a group of 27 siblings - but we only
have 15 staff!

“Our special need is to educate nurses.
There’s no palliative education. My main
headache is nurses!”

“My dream is to expand, to cover the six

areas in Belarus. We need to cover not
just one town or area or zone.”

Anna’s dedication and resolve impress all
those who meet her.

In 1998 she was introduced to the founder
and life-president of Richard House,
Anthea Hare, at a conference in Poland.
Anthea visited Belarus several times and
under the joint initiative of these two
remarkable women a twinning
arrangement was conceived and forged.
Richard House Chief Executive Peter Ellis
also travelled to Minsk in 2005:

“The impact Anna is making is very, very
profound. She’s very forthright.

“She has a big personality and | think
that's partly why the project has been so
successful, because she’s so determined
for it to happen.

“She works incredibly hard with few
resources — but boy is she determined!”
“The twinning arrangement is very
important to Richard House - we have
already been able to help them through
endorsements and exchange visits.

“We are hoping to send some Richard
House nurses to Belarus this Autumn.

“I think that there’s a lot we could learn
from each other in the future.”

Anna herself was delighted to visit
Richard House in May with two of her
staff:

“I am very happy to have brought nurses
here to show what is meant by palliative
care and not just to see it but to feel it —
because it is a feeling sometimes.

Some hospices are very official, nobody
smiles and it looks like a hospital, like an
official building.

“But Richard House feels like a home,
everyone is polite, everybody smiles.
That is what we want in Belarus.”

“My sister hasn’t been abletot alk
to us for a while now . That's one of
the hardest things - the fact that |
can’t actually remember her voice
anymore. | can’t remember how

she talks or pronounces things. In
the past she always used to give
me advice. | never used to go to

my mum but I've had to recently
because | haven't had much
choice.”

Stacey is 14*.

Her older sister Annie, a Richard House
user, suffers from a rare neurometabolic
disorder characterised by degeneration of
the central nervous system.

Leigh's Disease usually affects infants
under two years.

Annie is one of the rare few to have
survived these early years and later
adolescence.

As well as losing the use of her voice, she
also has difficulty using her hands
because of continual spasms.

Confined to a wheelchair, Annie is
completely dependent on others to dress,
eat and wash.

But Stacey can still remember a time
when her sister was an ordinary child:

“I have one memory when we were at the
beach and we were actually playing in the
sea, | can’'t remember her voice but |
remember her saying she didn’'t want to
go in and my step-dad picked her up and
took her in. Things have got much worse
since then.”

Living with a sibling who has special
needs can be very difficult.

There are at least two million youngsters
like Stacey in the UK facing unique
challenges both within and outside their
homes.

Some are unable to receive enough

Two of our siblings enjoy the hospice facilities
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attention from their over-worked parents.
Others become parents themselves to
even younger siblings.

Many do not fully understand the
condition affecting their brother or sister.
Stacey recognises all of these
undercurrents in her home:

“There’s loads of stress in the house at
the moment, everyone’s really tense.
Even the tiniest thing can set you off.”
“My mum and step-dad have to look after
Annie so I'm left to do chores for them. |
try to wash up, keep our bedrooms tidy. |
try to do as much as possible but it's quite
hard because | have to make sure my
little brother and sister are ok.

“They don't understand what's going on.
Thomas sometimes thinks that he isn’t
getting enough attention and | know it
may feel like that sometimes but Annie
doesn’t want that attention. She doesn’t
want it. All she wants to do is to be able to
get up, to talk to people, to be a normal
teenager — but she can't.

“My other sister is quite mature about it
but it's still a bit much for an 11-year old
to take in.”

Such pressures are typical of many
families coping with serious illness.

But beyond the four walls of their home a
sibling will also have to confront the
reactions and prejudices of the outside
world - a world in which the majority of
people cannot relate to their situation.
“I've got about four close friends. They've
all met Annie, they're fine with Annie, they
actually talk to her. But those four people
are probably the only ones in the world I'd
actually trust to come near my
sister...because people assume things
about her. | hate it when they assume that
she’s dumb and stupid just because she
can't talk anymore when she’s actually
really bright. In her GCSEs she got As
and Bs and that's it. No Cs. No Ds. No

Fs. They assume that she’s dumb and
she’s not. | hate assumptions.”

Richard House recognises the special
experiences of a child with a life-limited
brother or sister.

And as part of our commitment to
supporting entire families, our sibling
program is going from strength to
strength.

Play Service Co-ordinator Kay Carpenter
has been running a sibling support group
since September 2006.

It meets six times a year — alternating with
a sibling cinema club.

Kay says: “The program is there to reach
out to the siblings we weren’t reaching
before.

“The Funny Group enables children aged
seven or over to come along and meet
other siblings. They can see that they are
not the only ones going through this.
There are other people sharing the same
experiences.”

The four activity days and two outings
each year provide an opportunity for
siblings to express themselves in a safe
environment.

Group activities also aim to reduce any
fears the siblings may have about their
situation or the hospice and to give them
a break from their normal home life.
Each meeting includes a series of
activities including ice-breakers, question
and answer sessions with a Richard
House nurse and creative tasks.

The children also set their own ground
rules and provide feedback at the end of
the day.

Kay continues: “We play a lot of emotional
games - games with an emotional tilt. It's
not aimed at forcing them to talk about
how they’re feeling but at getting them to
explore the fact that these emotions are

around and different occasions when they
might feel them.

“Then there are the outing days where the
focus is on having as much fun as
possible.”

“We’ve received some really nice
feedback. When they designed their own
superheroes one of them said, ‘We’re
always creative even when we think we're
not,” which was nice because it was
meant to boost their self-esteem.

“Another said after the last outing day that
‘Even though you look after someone you
can still have fun.”

The experience of growing up with a
seriously ill sibling will affect these
children for the rest of their lives.

But hopefully, with the right support, this
will be in a positive way.

Richard House itself owes its existence to
the dedication and hard work of former
sibling, Anthea Hare.

Stacey can already see her experiences
shaping her future:

“I think | could be a nurse or a midwife
because I've learned to look after people
quite early. I've had to look after my
brother, my sister, Annie.”

In the meantime Richard House will
continue to offer her support and
encouragement - through the days,
weeks, months and years ahead,
whatever they may bring.

“Sometimes | learn new information as |
get older. A few weeks ago | found out
that my sister had made her funeral
arrangements and that shocked me. The
fact that she’s already sorted all of that
out at 17 was exceedingly upsetting. And
also the fact that we're planning her 18th
birthday party, because she may not be
here for her 21st.”

Befriending

Although the sibling group is relatively
new, our befriending program has been
running for several years.

The program matches a volunteer with a
particular sibling and together they will
have quality time outside of the family.
Family Support Services Manager Marla
Prudom explains: “A sibling may feel
awkward or cut-off from their school
friends who do not have a brother or
sister such as they have.

“Another problem is that much of the
parents’ time is taken up with the care of
the child with the condition.

“As much as they might like to, there isn’t
enough time or energy for them to spend
with a sibling.

“Befriending is a professional
companionship. It's not a counselling
relationship. It provides opportunities for a
sibling to spend time with an adult in a
safe environment.

“All befrienders are supervised, police-
checked and trained to carry out their
role.”
