The start of this new financial year
is a good opportunity to look back
and celebrate the successes of the
last 12 months, as well as look
forward to the opportunities and
challenges ahead.

We have had a successful fundraising
year — not only did we meet our target,
but exceeded it quite significantly. It is not
just in the amount of money that was
raised, but also in the range of donors
supporting Richard House. These
included our big corporates like ABN
Amro and the Man Group, who both
adopted us as their Charity of the Year

and who raised an incredible amount for
us. But our heartfelt thanks also goes to
the individuals and community groups
who make personal efforts to raise money
for us. The thought and hard work of
each and every one of our donors is
much appreciated. We at Richard House
think you are all amazing.

We continue to make strides promoting
our collaborative work with St. Joseph’s
Hospice, Rainbow Trust, Haven House
Children’s Hospice and Shooting Star
Children’s Hospice. With Rainbow Trust
we are piloting a scheme for home respite
care in Tower Hamlets, with the aim of
evaluating and extending this work later in
the year.

We are strengthening relationships with
Haven House and Shooting Star as part
of the evolving London Children’s
Palliative Care Network - looking at ways
in which we can work collaboratively to
better serve children in need of our
services. We are still in the early stages of
exploring joint working possibilities, but it
is fantastic to have three hospices
enthusiastic about a collaborative
approach to palliative care.

Two nurses from the Belarussian
Children’s Hospice service, Katsia and

Nadya, are spending time with the
Richard House care team in May.

They will also be visiting other children’s
hospices and Great Ormond Street
Hospital. This is an exciting step forward
in our twinning arrangement with
Belarus.

Our Governance review is now complete
and we will be recruiting new members to
join our Board of Trustees. We are
privileged to have a skilled and dedicated
Board and we look forward to further
enhancing the current expertise base.

We welcome Alex Brooks-Johnson as our
new Director of Fundraising. Alex comes
tp us from The National Deaf Children’s
Society and has considerable experience
in voluntary sector fundraising at
management level.

Without the support of all the different
people, from both the local and corporate
communities, we would not be able to
continue our valuable work.
